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Workshop on the development of a proposal for the establishment of an effective mechanism for the investigation of allegations of torture
Between 09 and 12 September in Issyk-Kul, within the framework of the implementation of the project “Strengthening the fight against torture and impunity in Kyrgyzstan: Prevention, Accountability, Remedy and Reparation” funded by the European Union, the Tian Shan Policy Center (TSPC) of the American University of Central Asia implemented a roundtable to facilitate the development of a proposal for necessary legislative reforms based on a large consensus and participation of all stakeholders directly engaging on the issue of prevention of torture, including the Ministry of Interior, the General Prosecution’s Office, the National Preventive Mechanism on Torture, the Ombudsman office, and representatives of the Kyrgyz civil society.

The workshop, organized in coordination with the Regional Office for Central Asia of the United Nations Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR ROCA) and the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) Center in Bishkek, resulted in a comprehensive proposal for the creation of an effective investigative mechanism within the General Prosecution’s Office.   
The proposal agreed upon by all participants is a first significant step towards the development of a draft law capitalizing on the intention of the General Prosecution’s Office to establish an office responsible for all cases of torture. The participation of a large number of participants, including representatives of the Ministry of Interior, provides further legitimacy to the proposal since it was openly discussed and accepted by all stakeholders.
