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Towards consolidation of a unified methodology and tools for monitoring places of deprivation of liberty and other relevant institutions
On 25 and 26 February 2015, within the framework of the implementation of the European Union-funded project “Strengthening the fight against torture and impunity in Kyrgyzstan: Prevention, Accountability, Remedy and Reparation”, the Tian Shan Policy Center (TSPC) of the American University of Central Asia will organize a workshop aimed at consolidating the monitoring methodology and tools of the National Centre for the Prevention of Torture (NPM) and civil society organizations. The workshop will take place in Bishkek, at the City Hotel, and it will involve NPM staff and civil society organizations from all regions of the Kyrgyz Republic. 

The scope of the workshop is to further support the effectiveness of the NPM and other stakeholders in carrying out their monitoring activities of places of deprivation of liberty. This will be achieved through an in-depth analysis of the current methodology and existing monitoring tools followed by a thorough discussion among all partners to identify and address gaps and needs for further developments and even more effective prevention of torture.

The workshop will build on the outcomes of the previous activities jointly organized by the Ludwig Boltzmann Institute of Human Rights (BIM) and the TSPC with the support of the European Union and the technical and financial collaboration of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) and the United Nations Regional Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights for Central Asia (OHCHR ROCA).
